Dear Parent / Guardian, 

We are delighted to announce that All Hallows is running a Ski Trip to Courmayeur, Italy during the 

Easter holidays departing early on Saturday 11th April 2020 

As this is during term time for most of the country, we have been able to secure a very good price of 

£820.  This includes return journey from school (with breakfast included both travelling to and from 

Italy), 6 nights 3* accommodation, Breakfast and evening meal at the hotel with a hot lunch at a 

restaurant on the mountain, 6 days, 4 hours Ski instruction with British Instructors, Fully 

comprehensive travel Insurance, Helmet and a full programme of evening entertainment (including a 

selection from; bowling, Disco, pizza evening, swimming, ice cream evening or Karaoke)  All you 

would need to provide is appropriate ski and winter clothing and spending money. 

The cost of the trip is spread over 12 months to make the repayments more affordable.  If you would 

like to discuss payments in more detail please contact Mrs Hobin at school ASAP to avoid missing out 

on a place. 

To secure your child’s place a non refundable deposit of £75 will be required via Parent Mail by 

Tuesday 23rd April 2019.  Once the deposit has been paid further payment can be made via parent 

pay as per the attached letter.  By signing up to the trip you are agreeing to make the required 

payment on time.  If you would like our child to go but need to discuss the payments please contact 

Mrs Hobin in school. 

Places are limited to 25 students and will be allocated on a first come first serve basis.  Previous trips 

have seen over 40 pupils taking part and I expect interest to be as high again so I recommend acting 

quickly to avoid disappointment.
